Matters Arising from Draft Minutes

Dispensation Request

Presentation by Jade Fearon, SSE Corporate Affairs on Keadby 2, Keadby 3 and Keadby Hydrogen

Keadby 2

The Keadby 2 project should be completed in the summer of 2022. 

Keadby 3

The planning submission will be looked at by the Planning Inspectorate, before being sent back to the Secretary of State - whose decision is expected this time next year. 
Cllr Wills asked if Keadby 1 would close when Keadby 3 came online? Jade replied that that Keadby 1 was 27 years old and, as such, is an ‘aging asset’ but as yet, no decision had been made about when it would close. 
Keadby Hydrogen
Keadby Hydrogen is still in the conceptual stage and the Council will be updated when more information is available.
Soil Removal

The 70,000 cubic metres of soil will be removed – which will take about 4 months. Councillors asked why the soil could not have been used as part of the flood defences and were informed that it was the wrong grade of soil. Councillors also asked how many vehicle movements there would be per day? Jade said she would send through this information after the meeting. Jade also assured Councillors that the soil would be transported via the A18 and not Keadby.
National Grid Works

Cllr Wills raised the matter of the ongoing National Grid works, which were resulting in their large trucks using Chapel Lane and asked if they had dispensation, from SSE, to use the A18 entrance? Jade said that the National Grid works were not part of the Keadby 2/3 works and they have dispensation - but have chosen not to use it as it was not convenient for them. Jade will provide the Clerk with the National Grid Manager’s contact details.
Development of the Althorpe Playing Field and Playground

The Clerk informed Councillors that the process for quotations should have been a ‘blind process’ with 3 quotations to select from - with the most cost effective selected or a good reason provided as to why a more expensive option was preferred. Therefore, the Clerk will obtain 2 additional quotations. 
The Clerk said that, as the total costs of this equipment would exceed the grant application’s £20,000 limit, the Parish Council would need to put forward two applications: one each for Althorpe and Keadby. However, the SSE grant application process looked for ‘evidence of use’ ie., the number of people who would benefit from a project and although there were 1082 residents in Keadby, there were 324 residents in Althorpe and Derrythorpe. 

The Clerk informed Councillors that the outdoor gym equipment would be considered to be a ‘community asset’ and, as such, the Parish Council would need to cover any maintenance costs – and would not be able to claim them as part of the grant application.
Cllr Russell said that she would be happy to help with the SSE grant application form and it was agreed that Cllrs Timmins, Smith, Sharp and Russell would form a committee for the ongoing development of the area.
Cllr Buckley Proposed that the Parish Council make an initial application for equipment, which will be sited in Althorpe; Seconded by Cllr Smith. All in favour

It was resolved that Althorpe would make an initial SSE grant application for equipment, which will be sited in Althorpe.
Highways

Safety Critical Issues

Althorpe 

The following suggestions for traffic calming were put to Highways at the site meeting held on 20 May 2021:-

1.
Block the slip road to slow traffic

2.
Priority restriction immediately before the Althorpe sign

3.
Spur opposite the Memorial Hall to slow traffic and create a safer crossing for 
pedestrians
4.
Cars cutting across the grass Main Street/Crowle Bank Road
5.
Change right of way/priority to slow traffic

6.
Reduce speed to 20mph

7.
Have a single speed on the A18 from Crowle Bank Road to Keadby Bridge

8.
Traffic on Trentside often exceeds 80mph
It was agreed that Item 4 would be managed by the Parish Council, possibly by the use of planters on the grass.
Cllr Carroll Proposed that the remaining seven suggestions be forwarded to NLC; Seconded by Cllr Smith. All in Favour

It was resolved that, the suggestions detailed above, other than Item 4, be forwarded to NLC for consideration
Keadby
Site of the Old Library

Councillors discussed concerns about cars parking across the pavement at the site of the old library. It is hoped that, if fitting bollards outside the school proves successful in preventing parking on the pavement, the same solution could be employed in other areas.
Fly Tipping: Chapel Lane, Keadby
Cllr Wilson raised the issue of the fly tipping of rubble behind a property in Chapel Lane. The Clerk will investigate further.
Other Highways Issues

Cllr Sharp said that there is still an orange and white cone marking a defective drain outside 40 Chesswick Avenue, Keadby. Cllr Briggs will raise the issue with highways.
Cllr Wills said that a road sign has been vandalised on the entrance to Althorpe from Keadby. The Clerk will report this to Highways.
Cllr Buckley said that the street sign ‘Ferry Road’ has been moved. The Clerk will report this to Highways.
Cllr Smith said that, since the car accident, the street sign ‘Kelsey Lane’ had disappeared. The Clerk will report this to Highways

Cllr Wills asked if it was known who owns the land at the entrance to Keadby, where the advertising hoarding used to be as it is a mess. Cllr Briggs will investigate ownership of the land.
Cllr Carroll said that, on Crowle Bank Road, field grass was encroaching on the path and hedges were overgrowing the path outside two properties. The Clerk will investigate and then write to the owners requesting the hedges be cut back.
Cllr Buckley raised the issue of overgrown hedges obstructing the path by Pilfrey Farm. The Clerk will investigate.
Use of Ropery for Camping

The Parish Council once again discussed the request to use the Ropery’s car park for camping. Councillors discussed the matter in depth and decided that the idea was not feasible as there was no access to water or sanitation; the access road was privately maintained and the increased traffic could not help but be a nuisance to the two families who lived just a few yards away from the car park.
Cllr Will Proposed that the idea of using the Ropery’s car park for camping was not supported. Seconded by Cllr Buckley. All in Favour
