Community Commemorative Purchase

Highways

Safety Critical Issues
Althorpe 
Highways’ response to the suggestions raised by the Parish Council had been received on the morning of this Parish Council meeting. Therefore, as there had not been sufficient time for Councillors to review the response, it was agreed that this matter be placed on the agenda for the July parish council meeting and Highways should be invited to the September meeting.
Keadby
Councillors again reported that a motorcyclist was riding up and down Station Road at speed. Cllr Briggs said that he will report the issue again.

Other Highways Issues
Cllr Johnson asked if we are any further forward with the planned parking in Keadby. Cllr Briggs said that there was still a problem with land ownership and also that the plans had gone missing. The Clerk said that he had copies and would forward them to Cllr Briggs

Cllr Wills said that the sign on the bank next to Althorpe railway station was obscured by vegetation. The Clerk will report the issue to NLC
Cllr Ellwood said that farm vehicles were going too fast down Crowle Bank Road causing the houses to vibrate. The Clerk will write to farmers in the area requesting their help with this matter.
Cllr Timmins said that she had received a report that trees on Chesswick Avenue were overgrown. The Clerk will report this matter to NLC.
Planning

Flood/Flood Defences

Cllr Briggs said that the Trent Bank survey should be completed by the end of this year and, as there was money in the budget, works will start early next year.

Cllr Wills said that he noted that, the last time there was heavy rain, a large pool of water was still forming on the highway opposite the old Keadby post office and there is the concern that, if this problem is not resolved before winter, this pool of water will become a sheet of ice.  Cllr Briggs will escalate the issue.
Cllr Bond had witnessed, and circulated photos, of a signet that had become the victim of a discarded fishing lure. The Clerk will write to the local angling association to request that anglers account for all such items before leaving after a day’s fishing.
Northern Forrest

The Clerk reported that the meeting of 17th June 2021 with NLC Natural Environment Specialist and a representative of the Woodland Trust had been very successful and there is no limit to the number of trees that will be provided, including Heritage fruit trees. The Ropery, the Cemetery and the Althorpe Play Park were visited and it is hoped that the Parish Council will receive recommendations, on type and quantity of trees, from the Woodlands Trust by the July Parish Council Meeting. Councillors raised the possibility of Althorpe and Keadby Primary School being involved with the project.
Councillors were concerned about grass growing over the new whips on the Ropery and wondered if the growing trees were getting access to enough light. The Clerk will pass this concern onto the Handyman.
Broadband Update

Cllr Russell and the Clerk reported that wireless broadband is now available from Quickline at a price of £35 a month for 50Mb/s and £45 a month for 100Mb/s second. The Clerk has requested the price of installation
