Keadby 2 and 3

Keadby 2: Routine Steam Blow

Jade Fearon, SSE, said that, as part of a planned commissioning activity, a routine steam-blow event will take place on Friday 23rd July between the hours of 12Noon and 5pm. It is expected that this activity will cause minimum disruption to the local area.
Keadby 3 
Jade Fearon said that she wished to hold a meeting during August in order that members of the K3 project team could present to Councillors more information about the Development Consent Order process, along with addressing any questions Councillors may have. The Clerk will email Councillors re: a suitable date.

Location of Flagpole

Cllr Timmins agreed with a suggestion that the best location for the flagpole would be on Pacey’s Lane; Seconded by Cllr Smith. All in Favour

Purchase of Beacons
Cllr Smith referred to the two beacons shown on the Queen’s Jubilee Beacons Guide at £490 each and Councillors then asked the Clerk to investigate the possibility of Beacon Braziers, which made more of a statement.
Highways

Safety Critical Issues
Althorpe 
Councillors agreed that a ‘build out’ outside the William Stephenson Memorial Hall and another outside the residential home on Main Street would be beneficial. The matter will be discussed further at the September Parish Council Meeting, prior to Highways’ attendance at the October Parish Council Meeting.
Cllr Smith said that there is plenty of interest from Althorpe residents regarding the Community Speed Watch initiative. Cllr Sharp and Cllr Wills both volunteered to take part in the initiative. It was agreed that there would be one team to cover the two villages. The Clerk will arrange for a site visit with the Humberside Police Community Speed Watch Coordinator.
Cllr Smith suggested that, instead of planters, two picnic bench sets may be a better option to prevent drivers taking a shortcut across the grass; although she was aware that there had been complaints from neighbours when residents had congregated on the area in question. See Item 17.0 
Keadby
The Clerk confirmed that the bollards outside Althorpe and Keadby School will be installed prior to children returning from the summer holiday.
Other Highways Issues

The Clerk will write to the owner of the hedge, which is blocking the bus driver’s view of the passengers waiting at the bus stop on the A18.
The Clerk will write to Highways again to request that the potholes on Chapel Lane be filled in and to point out the poor condition of the foot paths on this lane. The Clerk will  also send photos of the area to Highways.

Cllr Timmins Proposed that the quotation for £395.00, to clean both the Althorpe and Keadby Playground equipment and surfaces; Seconded by Cllr Carroll. All in Favour
It was Resolved that the quotation for £395.00, to clean both the Althorpe and Keadby Playground equipment and surfaces be accepted.

The playgrounds will be cleaned twice a year, just prior to the Easter and Summer holidays
Amongst the Wild

The ‘Amongst the Wild’ business proposal was discussed at length. Cllr Buckley Proposed that the proposal be rejected; Seconded by Cllr Pearson. All in Favour
It was resolved that the proposal be rejected.
Offer of Trees

The offer of trees from Trant Engineering, made available due to the construction works for the National Grid Substation on Chapel Lane, was discussed. Possible locations were discussed and the Clerk will find our if the offer is for whips or saplings.
Size of Bus in Keadby

The Clerk said that he has written to the commercial director of Stagecoach on two occasions and has been advised that the buses used on the Keadby route are standard vehicles and the company does not have any minibuses. Also, the Keadby route incorporates a ‘school movement’ which requires seats to be fitted with belts and Stagecoach only have a couple of buses allocated to the Scunthorpe Depot with seat belts.

Dangerous Tree in Althorpe Churchyard

Cllr Pearson said that a resident of Church Lane, Althorpe is concerned that the large tree in the churchyard “is creaking” and they are worried in case a large branch falls on their house. The Clerk will ask an arborist to visit the site.
