Matters Arising from Draft Minutes
Cllr Pearson Proposed that the Draft Minutes of 21 July 2021 be accepted as a true record; Seconded by Cllr Timmins; All in Favour.

Keadby 3: Presentation from SSE
SSE presented the next stages of the planning process for Keadby 3 including the key timescales for the Development Consent Order (DCO). The presentation document will be copied to Councillors.
Councillors queried the height of the stacks on Keadby 3. SSE said they will be approximately 115Mtr high. (Keadby 2 is 80Mtr)

Councillors raised concerns about potential emissions to air and where these may fall in and around the local area and asked if there had been predicted mapping of these pollutants. SSE confirmed that there had been predicted mapping and the levels forecast were very low due to the design and the height of the stack. The emissions were defined as ‘gaseous’ and not ‘particulate’.
SSE said they will respond separately to the below queries:-
· Visual impact –Are there any plans to partly screen the power station from view?
· Design layout – does the design of the power station ensure that the positioning of the stack will be at the furthest point away from the village?

(Cllr Briggs left the meeting.)
Platinum Jubilee 
Costs

The Clerk said that, although it had been agreed that there would be a flagpole on Pacey’s Lane and that it was possible that either beacons or braziers would be purchased for both Althorpe and Keadby, none of these costs were part of last year’s budget and as such any agreed Platinum Jubilee costs would form part of the 2022/2023 budget and precept. 
Cllr Sharp proposed that a commemorative oak tree be planted on Pacey’s Lane, and another in Althorpe. These trees would be funded by SSE; Seconded by Cllr Smith. All in Favour. 
It was resolved that a commemorative oak tree be planted on Pacey’s Lane, and another in Althorpe and these trees will be funded by SSE.

The Chairman reminded Councillors about the need for confidentiality about discussions/decisions reached at the Parish Council Meeting until such time as the Minutes of Meeting had been approved and published.
Highways

Safety Critical Issues
Althorpe
It was confirmed that NLC Highways will be attending the October Parish Council Meeting and Councillors agreed to seek time-scales for the implementation of the two build outs. Councillors will also raise two further points for consideration: a 20mph speed limit on Main Street and the closure of each end of the slip road.
Cllr Smith said that, during the meeting with the Humberside Police Community Speed Watch Coordinator on 14th September, it was made clear that there had to be a clear 100m straight road from any ‘change of speed’ sign to the speed watch team taking the readings and also 100m after the speed watch team. This makes it impossible for the speed watch to be deployed in Althorpe, as there is nowhere that would meet these criteria.
Keadby
The problem of illegal parking at school drop-off and pick-up times continues and vehicles are parking on the newly-painted double-yellow lines. The Clerk will ask

Cllr Briggs to request the attendance of a traffic warden during these times.
Other Highways Issues

Cllr Wills reported that the BT manhole cover, in front of Spencer Fencing Supplies on Trent Side Keadby, had ‘caved in. The Clerk will report the issue to BT Openreach.
Cllrs Bond and Jarman reported that the footpaths around Keady and in a very poor condition on Woodgarr Avenue and between 5-11 Cornwall Road. The Clerk will report these problems to Highways

Request for SSE Microfund Grant

Cllr Buckley Proposed that the request for a £300 SSE Microfund Grant for the purchase of lights and decorations for Pacey’s Lane, Keadby be approved: Seconded by Cllr Jarman; all in favour
It was resolved that an SSE Microfund Grant of £300 for the purchase of lights and decorations for Pacey’s Lane, Keadby be granted.
Offer of Trees

The offer of 80 whips from Trant Engineering was discussed, but a location could not be agreed due to any available space, on Parish Council land, already being reserved by   Councillors for the Northern Forrest initiative. Cllr Buckley Proposed that the offer of whips be declined; Seconded by Cllr Carroll. 7 in favour 4 against
It was resolved that the offer of 80 whips be declined.
EA Footbridge Repair, Keadby
The Chairman raised the issue of a bridge that belongs to the Environment Agency and is in a poor state of repair. The Clerk will report the issue to the EA.
Red Telephone Box

The possibility of purchasing a red telephone phone box to use as a `library’ in Althorpe was discussed. The Clerk said that a ‘ready to use’ red phone box was £2900 plus VAT, plus delivery and a red phone box that would require refurbishing was £1750 plus VAT, plus delivery. It was suggested that the Hall could be used as a library and Cllr Carroll said she would search for a telephone box at a cheaper price.
Junction of Main Street and Crowle Bank Road, Althorpe

The location of two benches on the grassed area at the junction of Main Street and Crowle Bank Road was discussed. Cllr Buckley Proposed that two picnic bench sets should be approved for this area; Seconded by Cllr Smith. All in Favour. 
It was resolved that two picnic bench sets be approved for this area.
The Clerk explained that the picnic benches were not in this year’s budget but that one of the two could be installed this year.
The Clerk will complete the disclaimer form and forward to NLC to get permission for the installation.
There were discussions on the suitability of a 5G radio mast in the middle of a rural village. St Oswald’s Church, William Stephenson Memorial Hall and Spirit of Althorpe have already written with objections. The Clerk had written to the contractor stating the Council’s strong objections to the proposed mast and explained that a comprehensive response to the proposal would follow after this meeting.
Fly-tipping

Cllr Wilson’s report will be moved to the October Parish Council Meeting
Cllr Wills reported fly-tipping on the corner, at the end of Chapel Lane. The Clerk will report this matter to NLC.

Trees at the Junction of Woodgarr Avenue and Cornwall Road

Cllr Sharp said that the trees are dangerously overgrown and require some branches to be cut back to the trunk. The Clerk confirmed that he has asked the Handyman to undertake this work.
Full Fibre Broadband

The email from KCOM (previously circulated to Councillors) was discussed and the Clerk was asked to invite KCOM to an ad-hoc meeting.
