The Chair informed the member of public that Community Speed Watch could be deployed on Derrythorpe Road and that Main Street Althorpe had been added to the list for a 20mph speed limit.

Safety Critical Issues

To discuss any issues raised by Councillors regarding: -
Althorpe
There had been another accident on Main Street Althorpe on the bend near The Rectory.      North Lincolnshire Highways have introduced a policy of 20mph limits and are currently developing the first schemes and Althorpe will be added to the list. Cllr M Russell asked if the 20mph speed limit was enforceable and the Clerk confirmed that it was. Cllr Smith asked if the police would carry out some speed checks, using a speed gun. The Clerk will request police attendance.
Cllr Ellwood asked if the police could provide information on the causes of the accidents. The Clerk will request the information from the police.
A resident has raised a concern over the speed of traffic along Kelsey Lane Althorpe and requested that speed monitoring/traffic calming measures be implemented “before someone is injured”. The Clerk will request that NLC include Kelsey Lane in the proposed 20mph scheme.
Cllr K Russell said that the road markings at the entrance to Hawthorne Way are faded. The Clerk will ask Highways to reinstate them.

The Clerk was requested to invite Highways to a future Parish Council meeting.
Keadby
Vehicles are still parking illegally during school drop-off and collection times. Cllr Briggs will contact the Parking and Community Wardens and request another visit
Other Highways Issues

Cllr Briggs said that there are still land ownership problems on Queens Crescent and Chesswick Avenue. Highways have noted that ‘pinch points’ are a problem and will implement a scheme to alleviate this issue, after first contacting residents. It is hoped that work will commence in May, at Queens Crescent
Cllr Wills said that he had been on North Lincolnshire Council’s website and reported a number of pot holes in Keadby. Cllr Broadbent said that there are a number of pot holes at the entrance to Keadby opposite the entrance to the new estate. The Clerk will report these pot holes to Highways.
Platinum Jubilee 
As part of the celebrations, Keadby and Althorpe will each be holding a ‘lighting of the brazier’ event. For safety reasons, there will be an exclusion area around the braziers. Cllrs Broadbent and Smith said that they would be able to provide some barriers. The Clerk will contact the Mayoral office to see if the Mayor can attend the lighting of these braziers

The Clerk will speak to the Handyman about installation of the braziers and purchase fire logs for them.
The Clerk will contact the electrician to see if power can be made available to the events on Pacey’s Lane.
It was agreed that the music to be played during Keadby’s brazier lighting would include: Jerusalem, Land of Hope and Glory, I vow to thee my Country and God save the Queen

Cllr Sharp asked for volunteers to put up the bunting in Keadby. It was agreed that volunteers would meet, in Pacey’s Lane at 10.00am on 25th May.
