The Clerk will contact NLC Highways Department and request that Kelsey Lane, Althorpe be included in the 20mph scheme.

Keadby
A resident is using a pedestrian disabled crossing to gain access to his property. The Clerk will report the matter to NLC Highways 
Other Highways Issues

Cllr Sharp said that there is not a sign for Ropery Lane and Pacey’s Lane. The Clerk has already been in contact with NLC Highways who have informed him that the sign for Ropery Lane is on order. The Clerk will price up a sign for Pacey’s Lane.

Cllr Buckley asked if the NLC Traffic Wardens had attended Keadby to look at the parking issues outside the Primary School. Cllr Timmins said that they had attended. Cllr Buckley asked if they could come again, as the illegal parking persists. The Clerk will contact Parking Enforcement.
A resident has written to the Parish Council complaining about the use of the bus shelter on Station Road, Keadby as a hub for anti-social behaviour. The Clerk will forward the correspondence to the PCSO and respond to the resident. The matter will also be raised at the next NAT’s meeting
Cllr Wills said that he had reported the problem with the curb at the junction of Trent Road/Trent side on two occasions but the issue has not been actioned.
Cllr Ellwood reported that the paths on Crowle Bank Road are still overgrown. The Clerk will contact NLC Highways.
Councillors noted that road widening works had commenced on Queen’s Crescent, Keadby and asked the Clerk to ensure that, upon their completion, the contractor leaves the area tidy.

Cllr Ellwood asked about the results of the Althorpe speed gun test. The Clerk will contact the PCSO.

Platinum Jubilee 
Cllr Sharp has produced a running order for the lighting of the beacon and will send a copy to the Clerk.
Cllr Sharp has requested that SSE assist with the putting-up of the bunting. All other volunteers would be welcome, especially if they have an ‘A Frame ladder’.
The Clerk has received a formal request from Friends of School to use Pacey’s Lane and Millennium Green for some of the Jubilee Events. Cllr Carroll Proposed that permission be approved for the above request; Seconded by Cllr Timmins. All in Favour. It was resolved permission be granted, as long as all appropriate insurances are in place.
Cllr Sharp asked if the beacons were on the National Map and the Clerk confirmed that they were.
Bench for Pacey’s Lane

A resident has requested a picnic bench be placed on Pacey’s Lane, to enable residents to sit, with their children, and enjoy the area. The Clerk said that the price was approximately £500 plus the cost of the base. Cllr Broadbent said that he would provide, free of charge, the concrete base for this picnic bench, plus the two picnic benches to be installed in Althorpe. Cllr Buckley Proposed that a picnic bench be purchased for Pacey’s Lane and that the offer by 
Cllr Broadbent be accepted; Seconded by Cllr Carroll. All in Favour
