Planning Application: PA/2025/444
Cllr Smith Proposed that the Parish Council Object to the Application as the local area is already beyond saturation with 3 Power Stations, a huge Windfarm and a BESS 

The proposal is not a good use of agricultural land, which is fundamental for food production. Any solar farm should be situated on a brownfield site.

There is a further objection on the basis that vehicular movement through the villages will cause a huge disruption to residents and possible damage to infrastructure.

Seconded by Cllr Carroll. All in Favour.

Cllr Bint said that he was aware of a further Planning Application, PA/2025/445, that was due for the Parish Council’s comments, but may have been sent to the wrong Parish Council

20mph zone update
On requesting further information, it was discovered that only an informal consultation with NLC has been undertaken and the external consultation has yet to take place. Cllrs Reed and Bint have expressed their disappointment and the fact that this work needs doing as a priority now.

Highways Issues
A lorry with a trailer was travelling down Main Street when it encountered a bus coming in the opposite direction, outside of the Rectory in Althorpe. One vehicle had to mount the kerb, just missing the rectory wall. The Clerk is to report the issue to the police, as the lorry will have exceeded the 7.5-ton weight limit for the road.

A resident has raised a complaint about the overgrown vegetation outside the Rectory in Althorpe. The Clerk is to write a letter requesting that the vegetation be cut back.

There is a similar issue at the old farmhouse on Main Street, Althorpe. The Clerk is to write a letter requesting that the vegetation be cut back.

A concern has been raised about pedestrian access to and from the residential development off the A18 Althorpe. There appears to have been no provision for pedestrian access, with the only access to the site being via a footpath adjoining the entry/exit road to A18. The Clerk is to check with NLC Highways to see if there are plans to the extend footpath down to the bus stop. 

Confirmation of Existing Bank Signatories

Complaint from Resident – follow up
Due to the 28 days (during which NLC state they will usually fix defects of this nature) having lapsed, the resident who tripped and fell due to the uneven slabs on Trent View, has stated her intention to take legal action against NLC.

Keadby Parking/Grasscrete
There has been a meeting, on site, with the Head of Highways and it was determined that grasscrete was not a suitable solution. Echelon parking was found to be a more suitable solution. The digging of test holes, to ensure there are no underground utilities, will commence in October, after which plans will be drawn up.




Ward Councillor Update

The traffic management plan is a planning decision and there are no plans for the Parish Council to have any input

There are two applications in place for solar farms. In error PA/2024/445 has not yet been sent to the Parish Council Cllr Bint will get this error resolved

Merging of Councils will take place under the Local Government Reorganisation

Anyone interested in foster care can contact Cllr Bint

Cllr Bint informed the Parish Council that Scunthorpe Hospital services are being downgraded

Cllr Bint announced that there are now two teams with a new planing machine repairing pot holes.

Flood Defences
Cllr Bint has looked into the latest on the flood defence resolution and found the modelling completed in 2017 was superseded by a remodelling undertaken in 2023. NLC undertake to complete hydraulic modelling (hydraulic flood defence modelling uses computer software to create mathematical models of river and coastal systems, combining data on topography, rainfall, and river flows to simulate water movement and predict flood depths, velocities, and levels. These models assess flood risk for proposed developments, help design mitigation strategies like flood defences, inform planning decisions, and support regulatory compliance providing evidence-based flood risk information.) 

The hydraulic modelling will commence in October 2025

Finances and Payments
The Parish Council Annual Insurance has increased from £1843 last year to £2267 this year due to claims for a replacement litter bin of £758 and an item of vandalised gym equipment £1120
