Cllr Smith raised the point that people cannot go online to support the proposal - only to raise an objection.

Keadby
To discuss any safety critical matters
Parking problems in general, but noticeably outside the school, during drop-off and pick-up times, continues to be an issue.


Highways Issues
Cllr Ellwood said that the path along the A18, in the direction of Crowle, is now almost non-existent due to vegetation growth and, because all the gullies are full, the road flooded during the last hard rain. The road sweeper clears the gutters but does not clear-out the gullies

The paths are breaking-up in Althorpe and Keadby. Cllr Timmins said that the footpath from Woodgarr Avenue to Cornwall Road is in a terrible state, with lots of loose tarmac - which is a trip hazard – caused by lorries parking on footpaths.
Cllr Bint will request a copy of the NLC slurry-seal schedule.

Cllr Bint will check with Mick Johnson of NLC Highways to find out when the works on Church Lane, Althorpe (which were due to be undertaken in September) will be completed. This includes the tarmacking of the footpath and the works around, and to, the tree

Keadby Parking/Grasscrete
Cllr Bint is awaiting the plans for the Keadby parking solution, from Mick Johnson of NLC Highways.

Ward Councillor’s Update
Works on the concrete fencing from King George V bridge toward the bus shelter should have started. The Clerk will investigate.

Cllr M Russell said that there had been a meeting between the Parish Council Working Group, the Rev Paul Wilson and members of the Diocesan Advisory Committee (DAC) at which it was outlined that the outcome of the proposed project would be a quiet, contemplative space with a  simple design and low maintenance. At the end of this meeting, the DAC said they liked the Project and will support it

An archaeological survey will need to be carried out following the excavations.

Cllr M Russell said that a strip of grass, outside the consecrated ground, had not been cut. The Clerk will investigate.




Finances and Payments
