Election of Chairman and Vice Chairman

Election of Chairman

Cllr Carroll proposed that Cllr Hornsby be nominated as Chairman in his absence; seconded by     Cllr Russell. Cllr Buckley proposed that Cllr Johnson remain as Chairman; seconded by             Cllr Davis. Vote resulted in five votes for Cllr Johnson and six votes for Cllr Hornsby. It was resolved that Cllr Hornsby be elected as Chairman. 

Election of Vice Chairman
Cllr Carroll proposed that Cllr Fenney be nominated as Vice Chairman; seconded by Cllr Russell. All in favour. It was resolved that Cllr Fenney be elected as Vice Chairman.

Matters Arising

Cllr Stones stated that it was he who had first raised the issue of the Broadband in Althorpe and Derrythorpe.
Cllr Johnson proposed that the Minutes of the last Council Meeting be approved. Seconded by   Cllr Buckley. It was resolved that the Minutes of 18 April 2018 be accepted as a true record.

Granting of Dispensations

The Clerk stated that he had received a written request for dispensation for Councillors Hornsby, Smith, Russell and Stones to be allowed to vote on the allocation of Parish Council funds to organisations which they were members of; but that he had rejected the request. 
Cllr Fenney, acting as Chairman in the absence of Cllr Hornsby, asked the Clerk to read out        Cllr Hornsby’s letter which detailed why he believed dispensation should be granted. The Clerk duly read out the letter and then stated that, although he had the power to grant Dispensation he did not believe that there was a requirement in this case, as the Council was quorate – even without those councillors detailed in 5.1. Cllr Fenney questioned the Clerk on this decision but the Clerk reminded Cllr Fenney that Councillors cannot exert, or attempt to exert, any influence over the Clerk as regards the granting of a dispensation.
The letter from Cllr Hornsby had named several councillors who had not been consulted on the content of the letter or if their names could be included in it. Cllr Carrol requested that it be minuted that she had not been consulted on the letter.
Requests for Donations

Cllr Buckley proposed that the total amount of donations should be £4,000. This proposal was not seconded.
Cllr Smith proposed that the total amount of donations should be £3,500 as per the budget; seconded by Cllr Davis. It was resolved that the maximum amount available for donation was £3,500.
Cllr Buckley proposed that each organisation be awarded the same amount; Seconded by 
Cllr Broadbent.

Cllr Davis believed that some organisations should not be given a grant and proposed that a vote to determine the amount awarded to each should be retained. Seconded by Cllr Pearson.
A vote was conducted with 4 votes for Cllr Davis’s proposal and 5 votes for Cllr Buckley’s proposal. It was resolved that each organisation would receive £500.
