Public Participation Session with Respect to Items on the Agenda

Two members of the public spoke on the problem of traffic in Althorpe. One member of the public, who has lived in the village for 18 years, said he has never seen it so bad with cars driving on footpaths. They said that “things were getting worse” and “the authorities do not appear to be catching the culprits” and there was a concern “that someone will get hurt before anything is done”.
The Chairman suggested that as Agenda item 8.2 covered this issue it would be prudent to bring forward this item for discussion.

Dispensation Request
The Clerk has received requests for dispensation as follows: -

The Clerk stated that he would grant dispensation in order to bring an end to this divisive and time-consuming issue and, by doing so, allow members to concentrate on matters that are truly in the best interests of persons living in the Parish. However, from next year, the granting of dispensations will be decided by a vote of those Parish Councillors who have not declared an interest.
Clerk’s Updates

Crowle Bank Road
Councillors asked the Clerk to thank Planning Enforcement for their response to the Parish Council’s concerns but to say that the Parish Council is not satisfied and wish to point out that the tipping of inert builder’s rubble and soil is proving a nuisance to the community and resulting in mud on the highway. Over and above the inconvenience there is a safety risk from the possibility of slippage from such a high mound.
Tree on Hop Close Villa
Andrea Brocklebank visited site and said that the tree is not causing any major obstruction to the street light-fall. She suggested that the NLC street lighting team should be contacted to request that the lighting be assessed, in line with their parameters of expected light fall onto the road/footpath. The Clerk will contact NLC street lighting

Speed Indication Devices 

The Clerk has contacted a number of suppliers and outlined the possible options.

Speeding Vehicles Through Althorpe
Further to the information presented during the public participation session, and other concerns from Councillors, a representative from NLC Road Safety will be invited to the September Parish Council Meeting.
Oil Absorbent Material (On The Road) Opposite Site of Old Library
The Clerk was requested to contact NLC re: removal of the oil absorbent material near the site of the old library.
H&S Concern Re: Footpath next to Pumping Station

The pumping station footpath is so narrow in places that there is a concern that a vehicle mirror could strike a pedestrian. Cllr Johnson has spoken to the contractor and discussed the possibility of a temporary footpath inside the pumping station fence line. Cllr Wills noted that the footpath had also been damaged by a contractor’s tracked vehicle. The Clerk is to write to the Environment Agency and strongly request an internal footpath be installed.
Cycle Path from Keadby to the Dolphin Public House

Cllr Buckley requested that the Clerk once again ask NLC if there has been any progress on the cycle path from Keadby Bridge to the Dolphin Public House.
New Traffic Island

Cllr Buckley asked the Clerk to find out if the original traffic island, at the entrance to Keadby from the A18, was going to be removed.
