Public Participation Session with Respect to Items on the Agenda

The Chairman stated that there should be a specific statement on the Agenda informing members of the public that that were able to attend a remote meeting
Matters Arising from Draft Minutes
The Chairman noted that a number of Councillors were recorded as both present and absent. Cllr Davies said that item 7.0 should refer to grass verges being unsightly because vehicles are parking on them (not because the grass is uncut).
Cllr Davis Proposed that, with the corrections detailed above, the Draft Minutes of 
29 April 2020 be accepted as a true record; Seconded by Cllr Timmins; All in Favour. 

It was Resolved that the Minutes of 29 April 2020, with corrections, be accepted as a true record.

COVID-19 Implications

Cllr Briggs informed Councillors that there was the possibility of Government assistance, by way of a grant of up to £10,000 under the Small Business Rate Relief Scheme and that he had forwarded the application form to Chairman via the Clerk. The Chairman stated that the William Stephenson Memorial Hall has a 100% reduction in business rates and he would therefore complete the form.
Cutting of NLC Verges

The Chairman explained that, on the previous occasion that this matter was discussed, there had been a £300 difference between the grant offered by North Lincolnshire Council for the cutting of verges and the contractor’s quote and Councillors had therefore agreed not to take up NLC’s offer of the grant. The Chairman understood that this had changed and asked the Clerk to provide further details.
The Clerk explained that a request for quotation had been received from another grass cutting contractor, who is cutting the verges for a number of other town and parish councils, and the difference in price between the grant and the quotation would be £1627 per year for the three-year term.
Cllr Fenney raised concerns about the outlay of Parish Council funds prior to payment from NLC and what was the guarantee that the level of payments from NLC would remain the same?
The Clerk explained that the letter from NLC explained that a BACS transfer of two equal payments would be made on 30th June and 30th September. The grass cutting contractor had confirmed that he will invoice the Parish Council (£640) after each cut. The Clerk will ask for a statement from NLC confirming that the £7,387 grant for 2020 will be, as a minimum, the value of the grant for years 2021 and 2022.
Cllr Buckley raised the point about the possibility of the contractor going out of business. The Clerk replied that he understood the contractor to have contracts with several town and parish councils and, therefore, believed that the probability of his doing so was low.
Cllr Pearson Proposed that the Parish Council take up the responsibility for cutting the verges; Seconded by Cllr Davis; All in Favour. 

It was Resolved that the Parish council take up the responsibility for cutting the North Lincolnshire Council grass verges.

Keadby: Litter
Cllr Sharp has raised the problem with litter at the corner of Station Road and the access to South Bank. 
Cllr Johnson proposed a letter be written to the contractors responsible for the Pumping Station works requesting that litter be removed from the area; Seconded by Cllr Timmins; All in favour. The Clerk will write to the contractor.
Highways

Keadby: Traffic Lights
Cllr Buckley noted that the traffic lights are back at the site of the Keadby Pumping Station. The Clerk will check with the contractor to see if this is the start of the second half of the works.
Althorpe: Road Sweeper

Cllr Pearson said that the road sweeper had not been seen in Althorpe for a very long time and the roads need attention. The Clerk said that the road sweeper should attend every 8-12 weeks and he will raise the matter with NLC.
Station Road, Keadby: Sand and Rubbish Left by Contractor
Cllr Wills said that the contractors had left sand and rubbish along Station Road, Keadby whilst they were installing the power cable for the pumping station. The Clerk will contact the contractor and request this debris be cleared away.

New Generation Car Park, Keadby: Hedge
Cllr Johnson reported that the New Generation Car Park’s hedge is overgrown to the extent that some branches are hanging down and coming into contact with vehicles. The Clerk will write to The New Generation Recreation Association Committee and request that the hedge be cut.

Main Street, Althorpe: Ongoing Works
Cllr Smith reported that works continue on Main Street, Althorpe but that vehicles are still ignoring the no entry signs. Cllr Smith added that, on a more positive note, the contractors carrying out the work are all very polite and pleasant.
Planning

No Planning Applications have been received this month
Keadby 3 Power Station

The deadline for consultation responses is 15 June 2020. The project was discussed at length and it was agreed that representatives from SSE would be invited to join the next remote meeting. Councillors were requested to forward their questions to the Clerk, who will forward them on to Cllr Briggs, who is attending a meeting with SSE tomorrow.
Request for Section 137 Donation

The request for a donation from the Red Cross was discussed. Cllr Briggs confirmed that this was a genuine request. Councillors said that the money from the Section 137 grants would be better spent on organisations within the community; that the request was not in the spirit of Section 137 donations and they did not wish to set a precedent for future donations. 
Cllr Buckley Proposed that no donation be made to the Red Cross; Seconded by 
Cllr Davis. All in favour.
It was resolved that a donation would not be made to the Red Cross

Local Electricity Bill
The request to discuss the request to support the Local Electricity Bill was discussed.
Cllr Bond Proposed that the request should neither be supported nor responded to; Seconded by Cllr Davis. All in Favour

It was resolved that the request would not be supported and that there would not be a response made to the correspondence.
Broadband

Cllr Fenney said that the current COVID 19 situation had highlighted the requirement for Superfast BB to enable parishioners to work from home and requested that the Clerk invite the individual who has been through this process to join the next remote meeting and share their experience.
