	Yorkshire Water Leak
The Clerk was contacted by the Handyman about a leak outside 17 Main Street, Althorpe. The Clerk reported the issue to Yorkshire Water who repaired the problem over the period of a week.

	Cemetery Footpaths
The Clerk has requested quotations for the resurfacing of the cemetery footpaths and extension of the path leading to Althorpe playing field.

	Heavy Vehicles on Chapel Lane

The Clerk contacted SSE about large vehicles using Chapel Lane. SSE forwarded the query to the National Grid, who said that, as these vehicles were part of their local operational works, they were permitted to use Chapel Lane.

	Lorry Impeding Traffic on Chesswick Crescent

The Clerk reported the issue to NLC Planning Enforcement and received the following reply: 
’ Whilst I have booked this in as a record, we are going to need more information to justify a visit/investigation. Whilst there may be a business run from the address, we have to consider whether there is a material change of use of the premises not whether it’s a business or not. Not all businesses are development or a change of use.’

	Keadby: Flag Pole

NLC Planning has forwarded to the Clerk a document indicating that the Parish Council does not need Planning Permission to erect a flag pole. A section of the document is included below.

Flags which do not need consent:-
(a) Any country’s national flag, civil ensign or civil air ensign

(b) The flag of the Commonwealth, the European Union, the United Nations or any other international organisation of which the United Kingdom is a member

(c) A flag of any island, county, district, borough, burgh, parish, city, town or village within the United Kingdom

	Criminal Damage

	NLC Highways’ Responses to Cllr Briggs’ Queries

Cllr Briggs sent the Parish Council’s queries to Highways and the Clerk received the following response from Highways:-
Gullies, North End Keadby

The gullies were cleaned as promised on the 14 /01/2021, findings were that the gully at the swing bridge is working but slow running, 3 gullies near the power station entrance were found to be slow running, all the others are fine and cleared

These four gullies whilst working have been passed to our drainage team for further investigation.

Pavement Outside School

We will inspect the pavement to see if this deterioration is at an actionable level, however we have undertaken footway patching in this area recently to prepare for a surface treatment after April this year.

Verges Near Doctor’s Surgery 

We will inspect these verges.
Crowle Bank Road

The Highway at Crowle Bank Road has had invasive patching undertaken recently in preparation for surface treatment. We have not treated the junction with the A18 yet as this requires specialist surfacing which will be a part of a larger scheme.

We will look to include the path from Crowle Bank Road to Keadby Bridge on this year’s programme of works, to clear the footway to its available width.

	Chapel Lane
As instructed, the Clerk contacted NLC Highways about the condition of the carriageway ie., it had several pot holes, grass growing through the surface and was subject to subsidence in some areas and received the following reply:-
The carriageway falls into two distinct areas, we class it as Urban (where the houses are) and rural (when you leave the houses to the level crossing). 

Looking at our scheme prioritisation, Chapel Lane carriageway currently sits 2048 out of 4000 sites, this is reviewed each year which allows sites to climb and fall as appropriate. There are many factors which determine this score however the Annual Engineers Survey is a main driver which looks purely at condition. 
Moving forward it is likely that the rural section of this road will receive a recycle treatment however there is no definitive date, the urban section is considered within standard at this time. 
Clearly, we would not anticipate undertaking any substantial works until such a time as the power station works are completed, this work may have a significant impact on the overall condition and therefore subsequent treatment of this road.
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
