	Flood Defences
“The Environment Agency have now completed their Ground Investigation works across the locations of Amcotts, Althorpe, Derry Thorpe, North Keadby, South Keadby, Susworth and West Butterwick. 

The Contractor is now providing their findings from the Ground Investigation to the Environment Agency’s consultants to enable them to produce an interpretive report which will look to conclude the status of the asset and recommend whether any future remedial works are required. We expect these findings and recommendations to be detailed in reports throughout the summer for the named locations, with the final report expected for delivery in September 2022.”
