	Crowle Bank Road Footpaths
The Clerk reported that the footpaths on Crowle Bank Road were overgrown with vegetation. NLC Highways Department have raised a job to clear them.

	Main Street Althorpe
The Clerk reported that a vehicle was gaining access to 53 Trent View by driving over the disabled pedestrian access.

The Clerk has spoken to the Handyman about the trees at the end of Woodgarr Avenue which are overhanging the footpath and impeding pedestrians. The Handyman has said that he will cut the trees back
