	Works on Pumping Station Footpaths
The Clerk has spoken to Galiford Try and all works are now due to be completed by end of July 2023. The final works are landscaping and works on the road to the south side of the pumping station

	Flood Defence Works 
Cllr Briggs reported that North Lincolnshire Council are in discussion with the Environment Agency regarding strategic flood risk.
The surveys have been completed and Mott Macdonald are looking at the findings, so that they can update their assumptions on the number of low spot intervention requests and also for the mechanism for undertaking the top-up works.
NLC will need to undertake a design and cost exercise to ascertain what the revised costs will be. NLC are awaiting details of the presented information from the EA. The original amount of money budgeted to be put into the scheme by NLC may now need to be higher because of the rise in costs.
Timescales are awaited, depending on the outcome of the above.
