	Precept

The Clerk has received notification that the first half year Precept has been paid into the Parish Council’s bank account

	Cemetery Fees
The revised scale of cemetery fees has been posted on the Parish Council’s Website and copied to R Wallace undertakers.

	One-Way System, Keadby
The Clerk reported the issue with the worn-out road markings at the start of the one-way system on Chesswick Avenue, Keadby and has received the following from North Lincolnshire Council: ‘As these works are not considered to be of an urgent nature the details will be added to our programme of works and will be dealt with in due course’

	Grass Cutting SLA
The grass cutting contractor contacted the Clerk to confirm that he is still able to work. The Clerk discussed this with the Chairman and it was decided that, as the contractor works alone and will always be more than 2m from another person, that he could cut the grass as contracted.

	Play Areas and Cemetery 
The Millennium Green and the Althorpe Play Areas are closed, and signs have been posted, as per the government directive. Althorpe Cemetery was closed but has subsequently been opened, following a revised Government directive.


	6.0
	Application for Full Grant from SSE Fund
The Clerk has submitted the application for Phase II of the Pond Project, to include extended path with kissing gate in hedge; wild flower area; capping of land drain; planting of pond with aquatic plants and planting of 50 indigenous British hardwood trees. 


	7.0
	Chapel Lane Electrical Sub-Station
The works being undertaken at the sub-station at the end of Chapel Lane, Keadby are not part of the Keadby II works and, as such, are not subject to the restriction of vehicles travelling through Keadby.


	8.0
	Pumping Station Works

The traffic lights have been temporarily removed from outside the Keadby Pumping Station. They will be re-installed at a later date, when required.


	9.0
	Dropped Kerbs in Trent View, Keadby

The Clerk has spoken to North Lincolnshire Council Highways and explained that there are properties that have hard standings, but not dropped kerbs. NLC say that a dropped kerb can be installed at a cost of approximately £1000 per property. 
The Clerk visited site and noted that there are six bungalows in the development - in three blocks of two. The central pair (No.s 14 & 16) have parking and a dropped kerb. No.s 18 & 20 do not have hard standings, but have small gardens. No,s 8 & 10 have hard standings but no dropped kerbs and the reason for this could be that, originally, the bungalows were built with small gardens but these were later  turned into hard standings.

	Depression in the Road Surface

The Clerk reported the depression in the road surface on Station Road, Keadby to NLC Highways, who inspected the area and found a temporary patch in the road outside No.15 was sinking. NLC contacted the contractor responsible for the works and this work has been completed.

	Road Sweeping in Keadby

NLC advised the Clerk that the roads are swept every 8-12 weeks. The Clerk has reported that Chesswick Avenue/Chesswick Crescent was missed when the road sweeper last swept Keady. NLC confirm that this area will be swept on the next visit

	Crowle Bank Road: Gravel on Road

The Clerk has reported to NLC that, as lorries are being loaded, they are spilling gravel on the road causing a hazard and damaging verges. NLC will investigate.

	Railway Access Gate

Network Rail have confirmed that the railings to the side of the access gate next to Keadby Canal were referred to their Maintenance Protection Coordinator, who has confirmed that work is planned to take place on Wednesday the 6th May to improve the security of the railings.
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
